What Is Crypto? - Cryptocurrency is digital money that doesn't rely on banks or governments. - It runs on a blockchain - a secure, shared record of transactions. - The first crypto, Bitcoin, was created in 2009 by Satoshi Nakamoto.

How Does It Work? - Anyone can send or receive crypto using a wallet. - Transactions are verified by a network of computers (miners or validators). - No middlemen, no big fees, no closing hours.

Popular Uses - Fast, cheap payments worldwide. - Smart contracts (automatic digital agreements). - NFTs (proof of ownership for art, music, or digital items). - Decentralized Finance (DeFi) to borrow, lend, or earn without banks.

How To Stay Safe 

[Check] Only use trusted exchanges (Binance, Kraken, Coinbase). 

[Check] Never share private keys or recovery phrases. 

[Check] Use a hardware wallet for large amounts (Ledger, Trezor). 

[Check] Watch out for scams and phishing emails. 

[Check] Do your own research - this is not financial advice!

Getting Started - Buy a small amount and test sending crypto to yourself. - Join a community - Telegram, Reddit, or local meetups. - Keep learning. Trust but verify!
